






SPEAKER OUTPUTS
 BOTH SPEAKER OUTPUT LEFT AND SPEAKER OUTPUT RIGHT ON THE ROCKER 32 

MUST BE CONNECTED TO 16Ω  SPEAKER LOADS AT ALL TIMES DURING OPERATION! 

SPEAKER OUTPUTS
THE ROCKER 15 MUST BE CONNECTED TO A 
SPEAKER LOAD (Ω) AT ALL TIMES DURING 

OPERATION.

NEVER PLUG ANYTHING OTHER THAN A SPEAKER 
CABLE INTO THE SPEAKER OUTPUT. ONLY 
CONNECT SPEAKER CABINETS AS SHOWN.

NEVER USE AN INSTRUMENT CABLE TO
CONNECT SPEAKERS. ONLY USE UNSHIELDED

TWO CONDUCTOR SPEAKER CABLE.

NEVER CONNECT X 2 CABINETS OF
DIFFERENT IMPEDANCES (Ω).

ENSURE THE SPEAKER CABINET’S POWER 
HANDLING RATING (WATTS RMS) IS SUITABLE FOR 
YOUR AMPLIFIER. IF YOU ARE UNSURE, CONTACT 

YOUR ORANGE DEALER. 
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ROCKER 32 REAR CONNECTIONS

MONO

When used in MONO, the effected signal will be heard 
through both speakers (left & right). In this way, the 

Rocker 32’s effects loop works like a ‘normal’ amplifier.

STEREO

Connect pedals with a stereo output for panning
delay effects, spacious reverbs etc.

Note: Some stereo pedals operate in Wet/Dry,
where the effected (Wet) signal only appears on

the second output (right speaker).

2 SEPARATE MONO FX CHAINS
 

Note: When Effects Chain A is selected, audio will 
only be heard through the left speaker. When Effects 
Chain B is selected, audio will only be heard through 

the right speaker. When both Effects Chains are 
selected (Y), audio will be heard through both left and 

right speakers.

STEREO (WET/DRY) 

In this setup the unaffected (Dry) signal is sent to
the left speaker and the effected signal (Wet) is

sent to the right speaker. 
Note: When using a Wet/Dry setup, you may want
to experiment with a higher mix level on the effect. 

Use a high quality ABY box with isolated outputs such 
as the Orange Amp Detonator.

The HEADROOM/BEDROOM attenuator
switch works with the FULL/STBY/HALF

switch on the top panel to vary the output power:

 HEADROOM (FULL)  = 15 Watts
 HEADROOM (HALF)  = 7 Watts
 BEDROOM (FULL)     = 1 Watt
 BEDROOM (HALF)     = 0.5 Watt
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
